Effective May 1, 2022 

 
The following are the minimum insurance guidelines and coverage requirements for short term lease 
agreements, special events, short- and long-term projects, and commercial lease of UIW or St. Anthony 
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Certificate of Authority to Self-Insure as provided by the appropriate governmental regulating authority 
(in Texas, the Texas Department of Insurance, Division of Workers’ Compensation).  Note: if the 
contracted entity is an individual or sole proprietor with no employees, coverage cannot be obtained, 
and an independent contractor affidavit should be obtained. 
 
Professional Liability (for Design Professionals): 
 Each Occurrence/Incident/Claim   $1,000,000 
 Aggregate      $2,000,000 
 
Other Requirements/Considerations: Professional liability for design professionals is required whenever 
a service provider is required to be certified, licensed, or registered by a regulatory entity and/or where 
the provider’s error in judgment, planning, design, etc. could result in economic loss to UIW.  UIW may 
require provider or consultant to provide proof of coverage for up to three (3) years following completion 
of the project.  
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Commercial Automobile Liability: 
 Bodily Injury/Property Damage (CSL, Each Incident) $1,000,000 
 Personal Injury Protection    $5,000

Liquor Liability: 
 Each Occurrence     $1,000,000 

Aggregate      $2,000,000 
 
Sexual Abuse and Molestation: 
 Each Occurrence/Accused Person   $500,000 
 Aggregate      $1,000,000 

 
Crime Coverage:       50% of the contract value or $100,000, 
        whichever is greater. 
 
Terrorism Coverage: 
 Each Occurrence     $1,000,000 
 Aggregate      $2,000,000
